In today's Gospel, Jesus heals a man who was born blind. The Pharisees question the healing because Jesus performed 
the miracle on the Sabbath. The man is 
healed because of his faith in Jesus. The 
Pharisees don’t seem to be aware of the 
amazing miracle that has happened! That a 
man who has been blind his entire life can 
suddenly see, because Jesus healed him! In-
stead, they are troubled about the laws of 
Moses, that Jesus performed this healing on 
the Sabbath, thereby breaking those laws. 
 
Who do you think we should  be more like, 
the blind man or the Pharisee? How would 
you be more like that person?

In 
our lives, maybe we can slow down, get more rested, spend 
more time with family.  In our faith, we are closer to the day 
when Jesus, who died on the cross and was raised from the 
dead, will return again to bring about the resurrection of the 
dead. 
Today, as I write this, is the Solemnity of St. Joseph (Mar 19).  
St. Joseph lived through crisis.  His intended wife was found 
to be pregnant.  Later he learned that Herod was out to kill his 
new born son.  He lost his son in the Temple.  In all these cri-
ses he trusted in God.  He was a man of prayer and faith.  As 
he learned to trust God even in the most difficult times, we 
can pray to St. Joseph to help us, to trust in God even in these 
difficult times.

CORONA CORNER 
Because of the danger of the coronavirus, Archbishop Sample 
has canceled all public Masses in the Archdiocese of Port-
land.  Parishioners are to do the best they can at home 
watching Mass on TV, saying other prayers, doing spiritual 
readings, making a spiritual Communion and other ways of 
keeping Sunday holy.  An exception to the “No Mass” rule 
would be a funeral.  But even with a funeral, the number in 
attendance would need to held at 25 or less. 
Priests are suppose to say daily Mass even if no one is at-
tending.  I will continue saying Mass as usual. 
Our Church will be open on Fridays from about 10 am to 4 
pm for people to come to the Church and pray.  There will 
not be Adoration of Fridays, though this could change. 
Glenn and I are working on being able to livestream a Mass.  
If we figure this out, we might livestream a Mass I celebrate 
at St. Anthony, preferably a Sunday Mass. 
Remember also to (The 10 Corona Commandments): 
1) wash your hands with soap and warm water for at least 20 
seconds. (Some people suggest singing a song like “Happy 
Birthday” while washing your hands. Maybe, instead, you 
say the “Our Father”, or the “Hail Mary” and “Glory Be”, etc. 
2) Cover your cough and your sneeze. Cough into your el-
bow, sneeze into a tissue and put it in the trash. 
3) If  you are sick, stay home. 
4) Practice social distancing—make an effort to stay at least 
six (6) feet away from other people. Avoid crowds. 
5) Do not shake hands or hold hands. 
6) Sanitize surfaces that are commonly touched.: door knobs, 
light switches, table tops, backs of pews, TV controls, Mi-
crowave buttons, Stove top controls, phones, computers. 
7) Avoid touching one’s face, especially one’s eyes, nose and 
mouth. 
8) Pray for a healthy resolution to this pandemic. 
9) Check on your neighbor—for health, for food, etc. 
10) Keep in touch—by phone, texting, email, etc
